For services, the production process includes the 
management of the personal links between provider

- the spreading of transport and 
telecommunications in two different sections;

- a section for activities linked with information;
- a section for environmental activities;
- the breaking down of professional services in 

two sections (sections 13 and 14)
(need to clarify « facilities support », « business 
support services », « other support services »)

the need to isolate real estate services

n Wholesale vs retail trade:
- the present criteria according to the 

customers works well
- need of a special section for motor 

vehicle trade
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Service distribution

Service distribution 
- is not like selling a good
- is carried out by specialized units

One exception : travel agencies
- either with passenger transport
- or with accomodation
